	Tax Foreclosure Target Property Acquisition List – Gina reviewed the properties targeted for acquisition from the auction on June 15th. The Land Bank has requested 35 properties for demo, 15 rehabs, and 5 lots. Choices were very limited due to the glut of substandard properties dumped by primarily two land lords. A committee of the legislature met with the Land Bank A/D Committee to review and finalize the list. They will meet again 6/14 after the final re-acquisition deadline to confirm/adjust the list.

	Board Fam Tour - Gina suggested that in the coming months, the board tour some of the neighborhoods and rehab sites of the Land Bank. She will work with the county CARTS to secure transportation for one tour of Dunkirk-Fredonia and one in Jamestown.

	Inventory/Program Updates – A quick update was provided on Land Bank programs; inventory is very low; only a few properties remain from last year’s acquisitions, so buyers are anxious to see what the Land Bank has to offer after the tax auction. Demolitions have been slow moving; contractors have been slow to commence projects – Vince is working on this. N4N is wrapping up, Mike is focused on that while Gina has focused on the tax auction research.
