	Jim C. opened the meeting at 9:00, and reviewed the agenda; No guests were were present so there was no  privilege of the floor.

	Minutes of March Regular and Annual Meetings – minutes were unanimously approved with a motion by Paul W., seconded by Hugh B.

	Property Disposition –Only one property was presented, with a sole proposal for purchase. 31 Hall Avenue, Jamestown was approved for sale with a motion by Hugh B., seconded by Bill C. Resolution carried unanimously.

	4
	Financial Update – Gina P presented the Balance sheet, YTD through March 31. Explaining that the Assets represent all those properties in inventory that the Land Bank held title to in the current fiscal year. These include demolition properties; once sold, these assets will be removed from the balance sheet and presented as a cost of sale . 

	5
	Inventory/Program Updates – 1) Gina reviewed the budget projections on the demolitions and reported that we are very close to having the full budgeted expenses for 2018 in the pipeline. 2) The Falconer demolition is in the pipeline and bids have been received and contract granted. Due to schedules, the work will commence in early June. 3) The donation of a property for demo was again discussed at the request of the city of Jamestown, and was supported by the board pending verification that no liens existed on the Title. Legal will prepare the donation paperwork. 4) Preparation for the June tax foreclosure auction has begun and the staff is closely researching potential acquisition targets for appropriateness. The A/D Committee will meet o review the list prior to our next Board meeting.

	Policy Discussion  – 1) Allison C. reviewed the revisions to the standard contract, and the performance escrow policy. The Board supported those changes and approved the use of the revised forms.2) Gina P reported that all financial disclosures and board evaluations had been completed; a summary of the evaluations will be provided at the next month’s board meeting.

	7
	Administrative Updates – Gina P reviewed the Q1 grant report and answered questions from the board regarding the grant spend-down. Demolition funds are 90% committed for the balance of the year, so any unexpected emergency demos will require some juggling of priorities if we are to fund them before our next round of grant funding. Web site updates and refinement continues and Orbitist continues to work with Gina on data analysis and mapping.  The Board briefly discussed an invitation to participate in the CHRIC Gold Tournament Fundraiser, but it was the consensus that the Land Bank does not have enough funds to sponsor or otherwise incur expenses for fundraisers. Staff or board members who wish to individually participate are welcome to at their own expense.
